Key facts


Naseby was a thriving market town in the early Middle Ages, with a market charter granted by King John in 1203. The present church dates from the early 13th century. The South aisle was added to the Saxon church in 1232, and the present nave and North aisle added over the next 75 years. In the 20th century, the Hall hosted the Duke of York, later King George V, with his Duchess (The Queen Mother) and a very young future Queen Elizabeth.
